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PETER BERGSON—

El esfuerzo de un hombre
para salvar judios europeos
contra todo pronadstico.

U na de las historias menos conocidas, pero mas Peter Bergson
importantes de los esfuerzos de judios estadounidenses
para salvar del Holocausto a judios de Europa es la del
grupo Bergson, a cargo de Hillel Kook, que usaba el
seudonimo de Peter Bergson. Kook era un destacado
activista sionista en el Mandato britanico de Palestina que
vino a los EE. UU. en 1940.Trabajé activamente en generar
conciencia sobre el destino de los judios en Europa después
de que un pequeno articulo perdido en las paginas interiores
del New YorkTimes en noviembre 1942 informo que hasta
dos millones de judios ya habian sido asesinados por los
nazis. Los miembros estadounidenses de su grupo incluian
al escritor Ben Hechty al ilustrador Arthur Szyk. Comenzaron
a recaudar fondos y a hacer una campana publicitaria
destinada a rescatar a judios europeos.

A diferencia de las comunidades judias europeas que
tenian organizacionesy liderazgos centralizados, los judios
estadounidenses de ese entonces estaban fracturados

en muchas divisiones. No habia una comunidad uUnicay
unida de judios estadounidenses. Mas bien habia muchas
pequenas comunidades que compartian el denominador
comun de “judios’] pero no mucho mas.

La comunidad mas antigua de judios alemanes que habia
llegado a los EE. UU. en la década de 1850 ya estaba
completamente americanizada para 1940. La pequena
comunidad judia sefardi estadounidense descendia de los
primeros judios estadounidenses que llegaron en los siglos
XVIly XVIII.

Sin embargo, la amplia mayoria de judios estadounidenses
estaba compuesta por inmigrantes que hablaban yidisy sus
hijos. Ellos habian venido a los EE. UU. desde Europa del Este
a finales del siglo XIXy comienzos del XX. En su mayoria,



pertenecian a la clase trabajadora y todavia intentaban
encontrar su lugar en la sociedad estadounidense.

Las brechas religiosas y politicas también impedian la
formacion de una comunidad judia estadounidense cohesiva
y unificada. Los judios alemanes estadounidenses eran por
la mayor parte reformistas, en tanto que la mayoria de los
judios de Europa del Este eran tradicionales u ortodoxos.
Politicamente, los judios eran capitalistas, propietarios de
pequenas empresas, liberales, comunistas, socialistas,
sionistas, no sionistas y antisionistas.

Cuando llegaban noticias del Holocausto a los judios
estadounidenses, su falta de cohesién comunitaria les impedia
coincidir en la manera de responder a la amenaza nazi contra
los judios europeos. Esto fue exacerbado mas aun por las
enormes diferencias ideoldgicas que separaban a los judios
estadounidenses. Algunos recomendaban una defensa
silenciosa, entre bastidores, otros apoyaban el objetivo sionista
de establecer un estado judio, y otros se oponian al plan. Esta
discordia, a menudo tajante, impedia lograr una estrategia

de defensa judia unificada ante el presidente y el Congreso.

Para peor, esta era (la década de 1930 a la de 1940) fue el ’
periodo mas antisemita de la historia estadounidense.

La Federacion Alemana-Americana pronazi fue muy -
activay realizd una concentracion masiva de 20,000

personas en el Madison Square Garden en 1939.

Muchos estadounidenses prominentes eran abiertamente
antisemitas. Incluian al industrial Henry Ford, quien publico 3‘
varios articulosy libros antisemitas, el padre Charles Coughlin,
cuyo programa de radio antisemita llegaba semanalmente  Henry Ford
a 30 millones de personas, y el héroe de la aviacién Charles
Lindbergh, quien habia acusado a “los judios”

de presionar a Roosevelt para llevar a EE. UU.
a la guerra. Los ataques fisicos a los judios
eran comunes, como lo era la
discriminacion en la vivienda,

la educaciény el empleo.
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Con todo esto como telén
de fondo, el grupo Bergson
intervino. El grupo publicé
avisos de pagina completa en

Estos avisos incluian “Los judios pelean por el
derecho a pelear” en el New York Timesy otro,
“En venta a la humanidad: 70,000 judios, seres
humanos garantizados a $50 c/u’; en respuesta al
ofrecimiento de Rumania para enviar sus judios a
lugares seguros si pagaban los gastos de viaje.  charles Lindbergh

Esta accion desat6 una gran controversia. Una buena
cantidad de lideres judios estadounidenses expresaron su
indignacion. Con temor a una intensa repercusion negativa,
muchas organizaciones y lideres judios pensaban que la
campana podia resultar en un mayor antisemitismo.

En 1943, el grupo Bergson establecié un Comité de
Emergencias para el Rescate de Judios Europeos. Entre

sus miembros habia escritores judios y no judios, figuras
publicas y politicos que trabajaban para difundir informacion
al publico general e instar al presidente y al Congreso a
actuar inmediatamente para salvar a los judios europeos que
quedaban. Uno de los miembros clave fue el congresista Will
Rogers, Jr.

Muchos historiadores creen que esta marcha en Washington
y la presion del secretario del Tesoro, Henry J. Morgenthau
Jr., ayudaron a impulsar al Congreso a celebrar audiencias
por la grave situacion de los judios europeos y contribuyeron
directamente a la creacion en 1944 de la Junta para los
Refugiados de Guerra (WRB, por sus siglas en inglés) para
ocuparse de los refugiados de guerra judios y no judios.

En ese momento, los EE. UU. tenian una estricta cuota de
ingreso de inmigrantes al pais del 2% de la cantidad de cada
nacionalidad presente en los EE. UU. desde el censo de 1890.
Esto significd permitir el ingreso de solo 28,000 judios de
Alemaniay Austriay 6,500 de Polonia. Aun asi, por presion
del Departamento de Estado, esas cuotas a favor de judios
con frecuencia no se cubrian.

Después de que se establecio laWRB, un emisario del gobierno
de los EE. UU. viajé aTurquia para ayudar al rescate de judios
rumanos. LaWRB salvé a aproximadamente 200,000 judios,

la mayoria de Hungria, con la ayuda de la mision de Raoul
Wallenberg. Bergsony su grupo luego desplazaron el foco al
Mandato Palestino y trabajaron para crear el Estado de Israel.

No fue hasta anos después de la Segunda Guerra Mundial y
el restablecimiento de Israel que los judios estadounidenses
llegaron a apreciary reconocer la contribucion historica
realizada por Hillel Kook, también conocido como Peter Bergson.



Las contribuciones de Bergson para salvar a los judios
europeos fueron eventualmente conmemoradasy
popularizadas en una obra de teatro Los Complices; un
documental, Not Idly By: Peter Bergson, America and the
Holocaust;y una pelicula narrada por Dustin Hoffman,
Against the Tide.
